With school holidays beginning this coming Thursday (1:00pm finish), we hope that many families take the
school holidays as an opportunity to unplug and spend some time offline.

For those families who don’t unplug, it seems an appropriate time to remind our community of some of the
patterns of behaviour we are seeing, some of the online activity that is presenting as problematic at school
and to remind everyone of ways we can encourage positive online behaviours.

Online Activity

In the past weeks we have been managing issues at school related to inappropriate online behaviour. We
have noticed an increase in violent and inappropriate language, we believe this might be a result of some
of our students being exposed to online games and YouTube content that are pitched to an age bracket
above primary school.

Bel ow are some reminders as to how we can worKk
be safe and protected online.

Communicate appropriately. Use the right language for your audience. You might write or speak to a
teacher differently from a friend. And never use all caps!

Keep private things private. Don't share personal information, including passwords, your home address,
inappropriate images, and gossip.

Respect others. Be courteous. Disagree politely.

Don't lie, steal, or cheat. Don't try to deceive others. Remember to give credit where credit is due. And,
although it's easy to copy others' work, download things without permission, or use game cheat codes,
don'tdoit.

Be an "upstander.” If someone you know is being targeted by a bully, stand up for that person. You
would want him or her to do the same for you.[J Tell an adult immediately.

Report misbehavior. The Internet is a giant community, and you can help it be a nice place.

Follow your family's rules. If your parent tells you to avoid certain websites or to stop texting after
a certain time, listen. The more you act responsibly, the more privileges you'll get.

Think before you post, text, or share. Consider how you and others might feel after you've posted
something. It's not always easy to take back what you've said online, and your online behaviour can
create a lasting digital footprint.

Anime

Anime is a popular cartoon type animated clip that many of our students are viewing online. Anime looks
and often sounds harmless as it is in cartoon or animated form. Unfortunately, there are various levels of
anime and many are dark and extremely inappropriate for minors. Please be aware of this and if you al-
low Anime in your home, ensure it is monitored and is G rated. Many Animes are MA+ and R rated.

A Parent's Guide to Ani me

Welcome to A Parent's Guide to Anime!
This resource is meant to aid parents in finding anime that is suitable for children. Many parents are un-
certain whether they should view anime before their children see it. Titles and even reviews often do not

provide enough information concerning the content of the video. AsAn i mer i c a rddently paintech e

out, one of the things that draws western audiences to anime is honest treatment of what our societies
generally refuse to deal with -- the reality of gender roles, the human ways of creating and dealing with
violence.

We hope this page will help other parents to select anime for their children. As a cultural ambassador,
anime is a portrait of the differences between Japanese and western society and family life -- but also a
portrait of the similarities. It is our firm belief that children can only benefit from an honest portrayal of
human nature and social issues. However, we realise that -- as with any art form -- some anime is intend-
ed for mature audiences only. We have created ‘A Parent's Guide to Anime’ with this in mind.

Ultimately, it is the parent's responsibility to determine what is, and more importantly -- what is not appro-
priate for their children.

For your convenience, ‘A Parent's Guide to Anime’ uses a simple, colour-coded rating scheme. However,
we believe that family decisions regarding the suitability of any particular video require more detailed infor-
mation, which we provide in the substantive reviews. The reviews can provide information to help you
decide whether to share a given anime video with your family.

How can we be more sustainable?

The facts about balloons:

A recent CSIRO study identified balloons among the top three most harmful pollutants threatening ma-
rine wildlife, along with plastic bags and bottles. Balloons end up in our waterways, oceans and park-
lands, causing significant damage to our environment and harming wildlife in many ways. Balloons break
down into small pieces of brightly coloured plastic that can look like food and are often ingested by wild-
life. Balloons are often found in the stomachs of dead animals. And then there are the plastic balloon
sticks. When these end up in the ocean they don’t biodegrade and, instead, break down into smaller
pieces, making them look like the perfect food to marine life. Wildlife can become entangled in ribbons
and strings that were attached to balloons, which puts the animal at risk of being strangled to death.

Wildlife-friendly alternatives to balloons:

Switch up balloons for bubbles. Blowing bubbles isn’t just for kids. When you want to make your next
event a bit special, switch up your balloons for blowing bubbles. It’s super easy to make your own refill
solution for bubble bottles. All you need is:

1 2 tbsp sugar

Lfé‘b'x
1 4 tbsp water B
9 1 tbsp of eco-friendly detergent ——

Simply dissolve the sugar in the water and add the detergent to create a perfect bubbly mix.

Zoos Victoria and Phillip Island Nature Parks have joined forces to urge Australians to blow bubbles in-
stead of balloons at outdoor events. To learn more about why you should blow bubbles not balloons visit
the Balloons page on the Zoos Victoria website.

Pick up a bunch of flowers. Choose blooms, not balloons. Flowers are a great alternative to balloons and
make a great addition to an event or to mark a special occasion. When they start to wilt, you can put
them in your compost bin. Or, pop them in your garden waste bin at home and they could end up as
mulch at a local playground.

What about biodegradable latex balloons? No balloons are fully biodegradable. While natural latex may
be biodegradable, the addition of chemicals and dyes in balloon manufacture can make balloons persist
for many months in the environment. Many animals mistake so-called 'biodegradable’ latex balloons for
food, which blocks their intestines and can kill them.
